AUGRABIES FALLS  is 
only 30km away. It’s a 
great day visit. There 
are good hiking and 
mountain bike trails in 
the National Park, as 
well as a restaurant and 
curio shop. Augrabies 
Falls campsite tends to 
be very crowded, so 
come to us for peace 
and solitude! 

 

Just 1km off the main N14 highway 
from Upington to Augrabies, 
Kalahari Cliffs is our wonderful 
desert retreat. With 1km of river 
frontage and ample space for 
camping, it’s just the place to spend 
a relaxed few days far from the 
tourist crowds. See the website for 
a map. From here we organise 
Neus Gorge & Augrabies Rush half-
day rafting and canoeing, as well as 
local mountain bike trails. And 
there’s plenty to do – such as 
eating out and ballooning.

Summer temperatures in the 
Kalahari can hit 40-50deg C. The 
best time to visit the area is 
midyear. Winter frost is rare, and 
the days are glorious. For river 
trips there is no better time. 

Let Graeme Addison and his 
fellow guides introduce you to the 
Nile of the Kalahari, the Orange 
or !Gariep River. There is nothing 
like it on any other continent – it’s 
gold class. Apart from stunning 
desert scenery, you will learn to 
love this ancient river course with 
its many moods and wily 
character: it is spectacularly 
scenic and utterly remote. 

Our base at Kalahari Cliffs (see 
back page) is easy to find and a 
convenient spot for a stopover 
near Augrabies Falls. While at 
Kalahari Cliffs you may want to 
raft the picturesque Neus Gorge, 
or take on the challenge of the 
Augrabies Rush rapids. There is 
also ballooning and we can tell 
you about day drives to historic 
and unusual places such as the 
hot springs at Riemvasmaak.
