NEUS and RUSH are two distinct day tripping river trails 
close to the town of Kakamas in the Northern Cape. Both 
are exciting and highly scenic, and very different from each 
other. Neus takes its name from the huge Neus mountain, 
wild falls and red granite gorge some 10km upriver of 
Kakamas. We start at the foot of the falls and end at our 
Kalahari Cliffs base. The Rush is above Augrabies Falls, 
through smooth granites and ending in sight of the national 
park lodge with the thunder of the falls below. The Rush is 
operated by our associates. Both trails are graded 2-3 and 
are suitable for anyone from age12-70. 
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AUGRABIES FALLS  
is only 30km away. 
It’s a great day visit. If 
you’ve never seen 
them this is your 
chance. 

The Augrabies Falls 
National Park  camp-
site tends to be 
crowded, so come to 
us for solitude and 
adventure. 

 

Only 6km from Kakamas on 
the main N14 highway from 
Upington to Augrabies Falls, 
Kalahari Cliffs is our desert 
retreat. With 1km of river 
frontage and ample space for 
camping, it’s just the place to 
spend a relaxed few days 
before the trail. From here 
we offer half-day Neus Gorge 
rafting as well as local 
mountain bike trails. And 
there’s plenty more to do, 
such as eating out at good 
local restaurants. 

 

Based on the Vaal at Parys, 
our lodge, Otters’ Haunt, offers 
a riverside guest house and 
bush camp, as well as rafting 
and canoeing on the Vaal.  
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YYoouurr   ppeerrssoonnaall   kkii tt   
For these outings you only 
require river day kit – a peaked 
cap, long sleeved shirt and 
trousers to protect legs and arms 
from the sun, and perhaps a light  
windcheater in case it gets rainy 
or windy. Wear sandals or 
tackies, not slops. We provide 
lifejackets, helmets, boats and 
paddles, and refreshments on the 
river.

The town of Kakamas lies next to 
the Orange or Gariep river in the 
southern Kalahari. It is adjacent to 
Bushmanland and Namaqualand. 
With its winefarms, amazing rocky 
scenery and the kokerbooms, the 
town has a unique character.  It is 
approx 850km from Johannesburg 
and the same from Cape Town. 
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Rendezvous at Kalahari Cliffs, Kakamas. 
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50% deposit secures booking. Balance 21 days prior to trip. 
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Come down a day or two in advance, see the 
Augrabies Falls and visit the Riemvasmaak 
hot springs. Sip local wines at the Oranjerivier 
Kelders. Enjoy the Kalahari summer or 
(preferably) winter (much cooler!). We have 
an undeveloped piece of natural wilderness 
with 1km of river front at Kalahari Cliffs. 
Camping R35 per day per head. Neus Gorge 
run: only R250 each for those camping out 
(normally R295 each) . Augrabies Rush prices 
and dates on inquiry.
